Learning about the most important monuments that reflect the basic characteristics of the style.
Understanding the genesis of styles and visual phenomena within a temporal and spatial context.

Learning about different chronologies of stylistic development in the Apennine peninsula and in other
European countries.

Learning technical concepts and adopting an analytical approach to data

Developing the skills of oral and written expression.

1.2. Course enrolment requirements and entry competences required for the course

A successful completion of the course entitled Fundamentals of Visual Arts, and one of the following two
courses: Introduction to the history and theory of art or Early Medieval Art.

Students will be able to:

Gain knowledge of Renaissance representatives and monuments

Understand the characteristics of Renaissance style, as well as its development.

Acquire the ability to analyse and evaluate Renaissance monuments, and understand the historical




context in which they emerged

Develop their skills of oral expression, i.e. the ability to describe and analyse artefacts, and the ability to
write clear and coherent texts dealing with art-historical topics (specific area: Renaissance art).
